Instructions for Use:


1
Hang respirator around neck so that it is parked on chest

2
Secure respirator by fastening head/neck strap over crown of head having 
the strap fitted around nape of the neck and adjust for individual comfort.

3
Adjust mask on face ensuring bottom of respirator fits under chin.

4
Check efficiency of seal by placing a piece of rigid card against front of the 
filters an inhale.  The mask will contract into the face with negative pressure 
if it is correctly fitted.  If this does not happen readjust the head strap and 
repeat steps 1,2,3 and 4.

5
This mask is designed to fit most faces but very small or narrow faces or a 
face with excessive facial hair may not be able to get an adequate seal and 
should use an alternative protective device.

Usage and Warnings:

1
Fit mask before entering contaminated area.

2
Do not use in oxygen deficient atmospheres e.g. below 19% by volume.

3
Do not use in oxygen enriched atmospheres e.g. above 25% by volume.

4
Do not use  in explosive atmospheres where more sophisticated equipment is 
required.

5
This mask must not be used in atmospheres containing hazardous gases, 
vapours or particles in excess of 12 O.E.L. (occupational exposure levels).

6
For use against solid or water based aerosols only.  Water based aerosols are 
produced from solutions and/or suspensions of particulate materials in water 
such that the only workplace contaminant is attributed to this solid material.

7
Check that the mask classification is suitable for the intended use.

8
Exit contaminated area if: a) breathing becomes difficult, b) dizziness or 
physical distress occurs, c) smell, taste or irritation is experienced, d) the 
mask becomes damaged.

Cleaning and Storage:

1
If the mask is used for more than one shift it should be cleaned and then 
stored in dry conditions away from the contaminant.

2
The surface of the seal of the mask should be wiped with a dampened soapy 
cloth and dried at room temperature.

3
Do not immerse in water.  Do not dampen the filters.

4
Maintenance card and COSHH records are not required.

5
Discard within 28 days or when filters are exhausted.
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
